COMMON CORE CORNER:  Math Homework
 As parents, we’re naturally inclined to rush to rescue our children from struggling with homework when it becomes extra challenging.  However, as our students learn to work through their initial discomfort  (“I have no clue.”) to problem-solving confidence (“I can figure this out.”) math proficiency is gained.  Learning to “make sense of problems and persevering to solve them” is Common Core Math Standard #1 for all grades.  

Use the Teachers’ Strategies at Home:
Support the understanding that math problems are like puzzles and video games: they may require many tries, some mistakes, and some struggle to win.  Give your child 1-3 minutes of quiet think time before discussion: 
· Talk about what the problem is asking. What do you know about the problem?  What are some problems like this one that you’ve solved before?  What does the problem ask us to find out?
· Be a detective: look for clues and evidence for how to solve the problem.
· Use a variety of mathematical tools: items to count, a number line, draw pictures, act out the story, etc.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Think about and try several ways to solve the problem. What might be another way to solve this problem?
· Reread the problem to make sure the problem is solved.  Does your solution solve the problem?  Explain the strategies you used and why.  How is your graph connected to your equation?  How does your equation match the problem? 
· Congratulate your child for persevering to solve problems.
