

Early Admission

Students who exhibit exceptional ability who have completed their junior year, and are admitted into some colleges before they complete high school.

Early Action

Students who apply to a college’s Early Action plan receive a decision earlier than the standard response date but are not required to accept the admissions offer or to make a deposit prior to May 1st.   These are nonbinding decisions.

Early Decision

This means you are making a commitment to enroll at the college if admitted and offered a satisfactory financial aid package.  Application deadlines tend to be in November or December with a mid-to-late December notification date.  

Deferred Admission

This is for students who are accepted into a college, but chose to take a year off before beginning and is permitted to postpone their enrollment by the college. 

Open Admission

Mostly applicable to Community Colleges, open admission is a college policy to accept all applicants with high school diplomas or their equivalent, space permitting.

Rolling Admissions

The college admission process where the student’s application is considered once all the required materials are received i.e. test scores, school record.  There is usually no delay in this notification process and it works similar to Early Action admission, but it is non-binding.

Wait Listed

Colleges utilize this list for students who meet the admission requirements, but are only offered a place if space becomes available.
