ESSENTIAL for EVERY Student’s Success

Did You Know?
· Children (Pre-K through 12th grade) who read during the summer, maintain and even grow their current reading skills and general knowledge levels. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Those who do not read, lose about three months of reading and learning progress. They are most likely to fall behind their classmates. 
Tips for Families
•  Be a model for reading enjoyment.  Let your children see you read and talk about what you’re reading. 
•  No matter how well your children read on their own, enjoy reading aloud together each day. “Share Read’ by alternating pages or chapters.  
•  Schedule trips to the library throughout the summer. Ask for booklists and suggestions. See Summer Library info below.
•  Turn off the TV and video games for part of each day to read and to talk about the books or articles you are both reading.
•  Encourage your child to read all types of materials: newspapers, information books, comics, picture books, chapter books, magazines, and poetry, rhymes and even riddles.
•   Above all, enjoy the freedom of summer reading!
