1. Explain the societal changes that occurred as a result of sedentary agriculture?  (Terms: Catal Huyuk)

1. What are the characteristics of civilization (list) and where did they arise (list the main five or six)? (Terms: Civilization, cuneiform writing, patriarchal)

1. Describe the role of nomadic groups in world history. (How they are perceived, as well as their contributions to history.) nomads, barbarians

1. Use the attached chart to describe the Four River Valley Civilizations. Be sure and include the following terms: Mesopotamia, Sumerians, Akkadians, Babylonians, ziggurats, city-states, Code of Hammurabi, pharaoh, pyramids, Harappa/Mohenjo-Daro, Huang He (Yellow River), P’an Ku, Shang Dynasty, Zhou dynasty, ideographs

1.  Describe the interactions (if any) that took place between civilizations and also with other types of societies. (Terms: nomads, barbarians, Kush (Africa), Indo-European)
